Conclusions of the questionnaires submitted to Romanian pupils. 
1. A great number of pupils from 3 high schools of our department answered to this survey, happily. (129) 
2. All the pupils were interested in the project. Every one of them in their school career, heard about the First World War. 
3. Regarding the visits, 34% answered affirmatively as far as the sites are concerned, and 7% for what concerned museums. This is explained by the fact that there is no museum devoted specifically to the First World War.   
4. But the interest in the topic is confirmed by books (54%),  films (40%), TV programs (47%)  and art (30%).  The percentage decreases for comics (3%) and CD Roms (4%) because such sources are very rare in our country. Thus comic strips mentioned by 3% pupils can be found in handbooks, all of foreign origins.
5. Some 21% of our pupils are affected by the loss of a great grand-father but in their families,

They don’t talk much about the war (only 9% say they still talk about it).
 6. 24 % pupils know the war memorial or other memorials in their community, especially the crosses that are mostly found in towns and villages.

21% even know the name of generals whether Romanians or not (for instance, highschool I.C. Bratianu Hateg, and near Berthelot city (11Km), where the great friend of the Romanian people was ownership share from the Romanian state. 
7. Also 24% pupils, mainly in the Country of Hateg, know that the German army crossed this territory towards the Carparthians (where there were fights with the Romanian army and there is a cemetery in the village of Râul Alb). 
8. What meaning do they give to this conflict? The most frequent answers are:
 67% - a topic I have already heard about;
 66% - an event that had an influence or had consequences for Europe;

 56% - an event that had an influence or consequences for my country;

 53% -an ordeal for soldiers and civilians. 
These answers also ascribe to the school the role to teach pupils pacifistic and tolerant opinions. 
9. As for the national section of the questionnaire, the pupils gave very satisfactory answers that all exceed 50%:
 57,4% for the dates, 
 57,6% for the characters
 59,6% for the places

 66,4% for the specific points

 65, 6% for the war at the back.
These answers show that the pupils are first and foremost interested in the specific points and in the suffering of civilians. It is true that the new curricula in Romanian highschools focus on these aspects.  : This tendency is clearly visible in the knowledge, but especially in attitudes of pupils towards the First World War. 

As a conclusion: these questionnaires were very useful so as to know the level of knowledge and attitudes of pupils on the topic.

As for the project, it allows us to direct our common action to reach and achieve the planned goals. 
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
